Make Calls to Elected Officials
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Legislators track incoming calls from their constituents and it only takes a few calls before issues become initiatives.  Call your legislators to ask for their support on the bill you favor.  State immediately which bill you are calling about.  You can also create a phone calling campaign by creating a list of legislator’s names and numbers.  Disseminate them to individuals and organizations that support the legislation and request that they make a minimum number of calls to meet your objectives.   

Sample Phone Calling (adapted from the CHW legislation, HB 4062)

Hello, my name is (full name) and I live at (state your address),
I am calling today to ask Representative/Senator (name) to support a “Resolve Providing for Investigation and Study by the Department of Public Health Relative to Community Health Workers." Community health workers are often the bridge for vulnerable populations to access health services. Many community health worker programs currently lack sustainable funding. The proposed study would assess the community health worker role in reducing health disparities, and increasing access and developing recommendations for a sustainable community health worker program. 

Can we have Representative/Senator (name) support this bill?
